NO COMPLAINT OR FAILURE
 During the 1880’s, Great Britain dispatched a series of military expeditions to Egypt and the Sudan. Logistical support for these operations was provided by two corps within the British Army; the Commissariat & Transport Staff and the Commissariat & Transport Corps. The former provided the Officers and Warrant Officers while the latter furnished the Other Ranks.

    In 2004 the Orders and Medals Research Society published an annotated medal roll for the C&T Staff and the C&T Corps. Drawing on surviving medal rolls, Army Lists, personal accounts and other research, it attempted to provide both an overview of their operations as well as a comprehensive description of Egypt Medals awarded. In the intervening years, more information has come to light and, as it is unlikely that a second edition will ever be published, this electronic addendum is hereby offered.
